2016 Porongurup Riesling

THE VINTAGE:

Porongurup conditions were excellent throughout the season. The winter and
spring lead-up were dry but that eased with good rainfalls during January which
brought much needed moisture for vine growth and yields. The wines have great
verve and freshness.

THE WINEMAKING:

The fruit was hand-harvested and grapes were gently de-stemmed. The free-run
juice was fermented using natural yeasts, followed by a long, cool fermentation
between 10-12°C.

THE WINE:

Pale quartz in colour, the bouquet has lime and apple with chalky minerality.
This minerality continues on the palate with spices and more lime. The acidity is
tight and long and the texture is soft.
