MARGARET RIVER
SAUVIGNON BLANC 2023

REGION NOTES: MARGARET RIVER WESTERN AUSTRALIA
Climatically, Australia’s most reliable wine region, not to mention one of its best 
known, Margaret River is the ideal home for the Bordeaux varietals Cabernet
Sauvignon and Sauvignon Blanc, producing distinctive wines of powerful structure 
and finesse.

WINEMAKING NOTES
We selected a number of parcels of grapes within Margaret River, at a range of 
different maturities. Crushed, then pressed into stainless steel tank and fermented 
with a range of yeasts to deliver a variety of characters and build texture into a 
deliberately less-tropical wine. Enjoy now to 2028.

TASTING NOTE
Passionfruit, cut grass and a hint of lime zest soar across the palate of this long, fine, 
crisp dry white.

Alc/vol: 12.5% | pH: 3.26 | RS: 1.8 | TA: 6.77 g/L | CLOSURE: Stelvin Lux+
